Программа вступительного испытания в аспирантуру 

по английскому языку

Вступительное испытание по английскому языку проводится в форме дистанционного тестирования по вариантам. Время, отведенное на выполнение теста, составляет 120 мин (2 астрономических часа). Тесты должны выполняться в редакторе Word.   У поступающих должна быть возможность прослушать mp3 файл. Выполненные задания должны быть отправлены строго в указанные сроки. 
Тест состоит из восьми частей: 

1. Назвать медицинский термин по энциклопедическому толкованию на английском языке (10 толкований).

2. Сопоставление (matching) терминологической дефиниции и термина на английском языке (12 пар медицинских терминов и дефиниций).

3. Прослушивание научно-популярного диалога медицинской тематики (длительность звучания до 7 мин) и выполнение 8 письменных заданий (выбор правильного ответа из четырех вариантов - multiple choice).

4. Прослушивание монолога (учебный текст медицинской тематики, длительность звучания до 3 мин) и письменные ответы на вопросы (5 вопросов открытого типа).

5. Оценка верности (true - false) высказывания на английском языке на медицинскую тему, с аргументацией вывода (5 высказываний).

6. Постановка содержательных вопросов к научно-популярному тексту медицинской тематики на английском языке (текст 350-400 слов) (5 вопросов).

7. Реферирование научно-популярного  текста медицинской тематики объемом 350-400 слов на английском языке  (требуемый объем реферата 100-120 слов).

8. Перефразирование англоязычного высказывания на медицинскую тему с использованием указанного  в задании слова /фразы (5 высказываний).

Part VI.  Put 5 written questions  to the text.
A case of chickenpox usually starts without warning or with only a mild fever and a slight feeling of unwellness. Within a few hours or days small red spots begin to appear on the scalp, neck, or upper half of the  trunk. After a further 12–24 hours the spots typically become itchy, fluid-filled bumps called vesicles, which continue to appear in crops for the next two to five days. In any area of skin, lesions of a variety of stages can be seen. These blisters can spread to cover much of the skin, and in some cases also may be found inside the mouth, nose, ears, vagina, or rectum. Some people develop only a few blisters, but in most cases the number reaches 250–500. The blisters soon begin to form scabs and fall off. Scarring usually does not occur unless the blisters have been scratched and become infected. Occasionally a minor and temporary darkening of the skin (called hyperpigmentation) is noticed around some of the blisters. The degree of itchiness can range from barely noticeable to extreme. Some chickenpox sufferers also have headaches,abdominal pain, or a fever. Full recovery usually takes five to 10 days after the first symptoms appear. Again, the most severe cases of the disease tend to be found among older children and adults. Although for most people chickenpox is no more than a matter of a few days’ discomfort, some groups are at risk for developing complications, the most common of which are bacterial infections of the blisters, pneumonia, dehydration, encephalitis, and hepatitis.
Part VII.  Make  a short summary  of the text below (100 - 120 words)
Hepatitis A is an infectious disease of the liver caused by the HAV virus. The disease is usually transmitted by food or water contaminated by human wastes containing the virus or by close human contact. As far as is known, only humans can get hepatitis A; it is not carried by other animals. Hepatitis A was previously known as infectious hepatitis because it spread relatively easily from those infected to close household contacts. Hepatitis A is much more common in Africa, Asia, and South America than in the United States. The rates of hepatitis A in North America have been steadily dropping since the 1980s due to improvements in public health policies and sanitation; on the other hand, the rates of hepatitis A among frequent travelers have been rising during the same time period. In 1988 the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) reported 32,000 cases in theUnited States; in 2003, 7653 cases were reported. The CDC estimates that nearly 25,000 people contracted hepatitis A in the United States in 2007, although the number of reported cases is much lower because many people do not show symptoms of the disease. In developing countries, children below age 2 account for most new cases of hepatitis A; in the United States, the age group most often affected is children between the ages of 5 and 14. The states with the highest incidence of hepatitis A account for 50% of the reported cases. According to the American Academy of Pediatrics, 11 states have a rate of HAV infection that is at least twice the national average, or 20 cases per every 100,000 people. The states are Arizona, Alaska, California, Idaho, Nevada, New Mexico, Oklahoma, Oregon, South Dakota, Utah, and Washington. Males and females are equally likely to get hepatitis A, as are people from all races and ethnic groups in the United States.
